Slide 1- | Reintroduce the unit of Sports. Ask the childrenwhat a sport is, and what an

2 example of a sport might be. Relate to the students and ask what their fav ourite
sport might be or what they might enjoy watching. Learning Goal overview.
Infroduce the conceptsthat we will be reviewing this class.

Slide 3- | Covering personalconnections again. Slide 3 is a review of the questions we can
/ use when we are making a personal connectionto a photo, video, oreventext.
Depending on the age of the student, they may be familiar with “text-to-self”
connections. Use discretionto seeiif tying thisinto the conversation would be of
benefit. Take time toreview each photo and discuss what is happeningin each.
Then, allow each student to make the connection out loud and answer the
personal question.

Slide 8- | Thisis a review of the comparative and superlative words. Use the photosonthe
13 slides to prompt the studentsto think of their own comparative and superlative
words they could use to describe pictures. Thisis a concept they have covered
and reviewed in the previous unit and are now reviewing again. They should
have aratherlarge mental repertoire of comparative and superlative words that
they should be able touse in conversationin the classroom. Encourage themto
come up withmultiple comparative orsuperlative words to describe the
pictures. This can be cross-curricular, as thinking of anotherword to describe the
same photois simply a synonym. If you feel they have a good grasp of the
concept, ask themto think of synonyms for each photo.

Slide Here is where we get into synonyms in more detail. Slide 14 and 15 are simply a
14-19 review of what we have already learned. The following slides allow studentsto
write their own synonyms for a given word. Allow extra time for them to think of
synonyms, as this is more difficult in a second language. In addition, ensure to
coverthe definition of each word before making them answer the question.
Utilize the translatorin the room if necessaryso they can come up with accurate
synonyms for each word.

Slide Why and Because phrases will be covered throughout these slides. 20-22 are
20-25 review slides, and the students should be aware of what these words mean and
how they can be used. Slides 23-24 allow them to verbally practice using “why”
and “because”in a sentence. Working backwards onslide 24 might be difficult
for them, as they are answering “Jeopardy-style” and making a question. Allow
time for them to think of theirresponse, and discuss more examples if necessary.
Slide Review and homework slides. Review what we have learned and ask if there are
26-27 any questions.

Slide These are extra poems about sportsthat canbereadif thereis some extra time
28-30 during class. You can take turns having the studentsread the poems and
possibly creating theirown if there is enough time during class.
