Select An assignment/Test Type
Provide the number corresponding to the one of the following assignment/test types. ___1___
1. Student Journal: Each student in the class is given a private journal which is accessible by their teacher but not other students. In this type of assignment students are given one or more voice recorded question or task. Students will make voice recordings in response to the questions or tasks which are submitted for marking. Students may listen to questions as many times as needed and re-record their answers as often as they wish. Examples of a journal assignment might be to have students read a short story and then answer a set of questions about the story or to listen to a short story and then record answers to questions about it. Students might also be asked to reflect on an experience, situation or event. Teachers may provide students with recorded feedback. 

2. Flex Test: In this type of test, questions may include a picture, text and voice recording. Questions are presented in a list. Students are allowed to listen to questions as many times as they need to and to record and re-record answers to questions until they are satisfied with their response. After completing all questions students click a “Submit Test” link to send the test to be marked.

3. Oral Competency Test: This is a test that will assess students’ ability to respond to questions promptly as is necessary in a conversation. The test will present questions one after another in a timed sequence without stopping. After each question has been presented, students will be given a pre-set number seconds to think about their answer and then they will hear a beep which will indicate that the recorder has started. Students will be given pre-set number of seconds to record their answer. When the test is finished, answers will be automatically uploaded for marking. If you choose this method, please provide times for answer preparation and answer recording.

4. Oral Discussion Forum: This type of discussion forum is like a threaded text discussion except that posts to the forum are voice recordings. Usually there will be a voice recorded discussion topic which students will respond to by making and submitting their own recording. Students may also listen and respond to voice recordings submitted by other students in the class. 
5. Practice Exercises: This type of listening and speaking assignment presents a question which is usually a voice recording but it can also be in text form. The question may also refer to a picture. Students will answer a question by making a voice recording. They can then listen to their recorded answer and compare it to a sample or model answer recorded by the teacher. Student recordings are not submitted for marking.
6. Virtual Class Presentation: This assignment type works just like the Student Journal described in point # 1 with the following added capabilities:
a. After marking a voice recorded report or presentation created in a student journal, the journal can be made available to the entire class. This provides a private area that students can use to develop an oral presentation, collaborate with a small group and the teacher and then when approved or marked, it can be released for everyone in the class to listen to and watch.
b. Students will able to use visual aides to support their oral presentation. Graphics can be created with a drawing program, scanned images, a digital camera or any other method for creating GIF or JPG files. If multiple graphics are used, each one will be associated with a separate voice recording.

	In this assignment, you will use XpressLab to create and submit a voice recording. After logging in to XpressLab, click on your course, name or course code and then click on the assignment name.  This will take you to the oral assignment. Refer to the student guide <<techs, please link to student guide>> for help with accessing XpressLab.

You are expected to record your response to the following:

The field of chemistry is in a state of constant change.  There are new discoveries made daily around the world, which are then published in journals, magazines and newspapers. Your assignment is to search through some of these types of media to find an article that could qualify as a current event in chemistry. The following criteria must be met:

· The topic must be related to this unit: kinetic molecular theory, gases, the gas laws, the atmosphere…

· The article must have been published within the last year.

After reading your article, you are to post a 1-2 minute oral summary of it in the forum. Your forum post should include a brief summary of the topic and research, as well as a short section in which you add a few personal comments about it. For example: Who will benefit from this?  What will the cost be? Do you think it is a good discovery? You should not specify scientist names or specific laboratories unless they are very well known.  Keep your comments general rather than specific. 

You will also be required to reply and post comments about 2 of your classmate's summaries.
