	Course Introduction Video (10 minutes)
See video on first page of the course. Discuss the expectations of the course with students briefly. (Discussion can be in the student’s first language.) 

1-1A: Model UN (20 minutes)
1. Start by showing students the email image in 1-1A. 
2. Give students time to consider what information is included and how the email is put together. 
3. Ask if students know about the UN and model UNs.
4. Have student students take turns reading parts of the email.
5. Ask questions as you progress through the lesson to check understanding. 
6. Organize students into pairs.
7. Have students discuss their answers for two minutes.
8. Have one member of each group present their thoughts and ideas to the class. 
9. Conclude the discussion by presenting how different cultures have different rules for politeness. Explore differences between the letter writer’s culture and the student’s culture. Background – UN and Model UN
The United Nations (UN) is a gathering of the countries in the world to negotiate and discuss issues important to all peoples in the world. The UN was founded in 1945 after the Second World War to ensure peace between countries. The UN is made up of the General Assembly including all participating countries, the Security Council which responds to immediate threats and issues and a number of committees for issues around the world.

Model UNs are held around the world by students as an educational event. Students can practice their reasoning and debating skills while learning about other countries. Often, students from different schools will participate in a model UN as a country and represent the interests of that country within the Model UN. The model UN represents many of the functions of the real UN and as student participate, organizers present situations and crises that students must respond to. 

10. Ask students which item on the program agenda they would be interested in going to and discuss.




	Action

	1-1B: Chatting at the Conference (20 minutes)
1. Read the conversation for students to model the proper pronunciation and intonation. Emphasize pronunciation and intonation to help students recognize them. 
2. (Optional) You may start with choral reading to help students to learn pronunciation before they read it in pairs. Read each line and then have students read that line as a group. Continue until you have finished reading the conversation. 
3. Put students in pairs to read the conversation. Each student should take a role and read that role with the other student, the switch roles. They should read the conversation between 2 and 4 times depending on the needs of the student. 
a. As students read, circle around the classroom and listen for the pronunciation and intonation of students. Step in to support students by demonstrating correct pronunciation and intonation where needed. 
4. After students have had enough practice with the conversation dialogue, examine each of the phrases below with students. 
5. Have students model those phrases in their own sentences.
6. With a partner, students can read the sentences and determine if those sentences are positive or negative about new types of experiences. Students should click on the positive and negative buttons and they make their decisions. 
7. After students have completed a review of each of the sentences, discuss each phrase and explain the meaning.  Help students consider when they might use these phrases by suggesting possible examples. (Example: “I look forward to visiting Japan this summer.” “Most people just call me Drew.”
8. Have students work in pairs and respond to the sentences. Are they positive or negative about experiencing other cultures? 
9. Have students explain their thinking? Follow up by asking if they agree or disagree with the statements. 
10. Wrap up the activity with a short discussion on student’s experiences in other countries or with other cultures. 

1-1C: Culture and Politeness (20-25 minutes)
1. Have students work in pairs or small groups to read each of the statements about politeness in some cultures. 
2. Prompt students to consider if they agree or disagree about each of the statements. 
a. Circle around the classroom listening to student conversations, asking questions and prompting the students to explore the topic more deeply. (Why do you agree or disagree?) 
b. When students have an opinion about politeness and the customs of other countries, you can move on to the next step. 
3. Organize students into a ‘fold the line activity’ (See instructions in the course)
a. Students will discuss with each other what they think and their experiences.
b. As students line up, listen to their conversation and intervene if necessary by asking questions to students who are close together to find if they are really in the right order. 
4. When students have settled into a line, fold the line by connecting the beginning student and the end student together. 
5. Have each student discuss their perspective with their new partner.
a. As students discuss, listen and support the discussion. Help each student to moderate their perspective. 

(Optional) Reform the line 
6. Have students reform the line and determine if they have moved. Ask students why they changed positions. How has their thinking changed?

1-1D: What did I do wrong? (25 minutes)
1. Start by reading the image on Moodle. What are some of the cultural differences about greetings shown in the image? What differences do the students see? Discuss the differences and if students have had similar situations. 
2. Have students predict what the text is about and what they will learn?
3. Have students work in pairs or as a whole class to read the reading. 
a. Pair Reading – Have students read out loud taking turns for each sentence. As students read, walk around the classroom listening to their pronunciation. If a student stumbles in pronouncing a word, help a student by demonstrating the use of and explaining the word. 
b. Whole Class – Have each student read one sentence from the reading and continue around the classroom. If a student stumbles, you can demonstrate the pronunciation of the word but be extra attentive to praise a student for their effort and how close they are. 
4. In pairs, students can answer the comprehension questions in the module. 
a. Circle around the class checking how students respond. Check screens to see how students do.
5. Take up the answers by clicking the see answers button on your teacher’s version. 
6. Ask students to organize into groups based on their interests. Send students to each corner and have them discuss the etiquette rules.
7. Wrap up the Chat Stations activity by discussing some of the difficulties of being a student.  

1-1E: Tag Questions (20-25 minutes)
1. Begin by asking students tag questions to demonstrate what a simple tag question is. Have students respond to your questions and make their own?  
2. Have students watch the video on grammar on tag questions. 
3. Distribute the handouts to students. (In larger classes with groups, elect a member of each group to collect handouts for their group members.) 
4. Have students work together to fill-in the blanks with the correct tag question. 
a. Circle the classroom supporting students and listening to how they answer questions. Make sure to ask students questions, especially if you feel one student is doing more of the work. 
b. If some students finish before others, they can begin to create their own sentences. 
5. Take up the worksheet by showing each answer with the show buttons. 
6. Have students create their own novel sentences. You may want to suggest possible situations to help get students started. (Example: “This is holiday in France, isn’t it?” “That’s a pumpkin, isn’t it?") 
7. Have students add one of their best sentences to the padlet on the page and discuss possible answers on the padlet that need improvement.

1-1F: Ask a Tag Question (15 minutes)
1. Ask students to choose one sentence from 1-1E and begin to practice using the tag question. 
a. Circle the room and help students work on pronunciation and intonation as they practice. 
b. Have students add their voice to the VoiceThread for the appropriate slide.
2. Have students discuss questions and do a short Q&A with students answering other student’s questions. 






	Consolidation

	3-2-1 Consolidation (See course module) (5-10 minutes)
1. Have students complete the 3-2-1 Exit Ticket independently and submit it when leaving the classroom. 
3 – List three things you learned in this lesson
2 – List two things you found interesting
1 – List one question you have
2. Collect the exit tickets and review them for the next class. 

Note: This should be done at the end of every session not just the end of the lesson. 
(You may also use other consolidation techniques provided in the training.)
 



	Evaluation

	Conversation (20 minutes)
1. Start the conversation by explaining the topic to the students.  (Describe how manners and etiquette have changed between you and your parents.) 
2. Give students a few minutes to think about the prompt. 
3. Go through the different etiquette that the students have learned in this lesson. Ask students to compare it with their prior experiences. 
4. Have students answer the prompt in pairs as a discussion to formulate ideas. 
5. Have students openly answer in groups.
a. Encourage students to agree with other students or respectfully disagree.
b. Call on students to participate who need support.
c. Support students by keeping track of the discussion on the board. Highlight new vocabulary found in teachable moments.
6. Have students add their ideas and comments from the discussion to the forums in Moodle. (This can be done for homework.) 



Special Comments:
1. As this is the first class, it is important to make a strong connection with the students. As students come into the class, welcome them and ask them about themselves. Get as much information about your students, their interests and their abilities, so you can better help them in future classes.
2. Review the exit cards and respond to questions submitted by students either through email / the messenger or at the beginning of next class.
