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Assessment Instructions:
These questions are to be administrated by a native English speaker are meant to elicit longer answers and should be assessed based on the assessment forms in the assessment package. The assessing teacher should also consider pronunciation, fluency and intonation. The questions get progressively more difficult in the speaking test and can give you some indication of language proficiency.

Warm-up: 
The warm up is a non-assessed part of the test. The assessing teacher will ask the student basic ‘small-talk’ questions to make the student more comfortable. Make sure to initially set a positive tone and frame the situation as low-pressure to ensure the student performs at their highest ability. 

Sample Questions:
What’s your name?
How are you doing?
What is the weather like outside?

What are you planning to do after you leave?

Assessment Categories:
Move through each of the question categories starting with category 1. Ask about one of the topics in each category with suitable questions. Focus on building conversation by asking follow up questions. In categories 1-6, make sure to focus on concrete and relatable topics. Questions about abstract concepts or uncommon language should be avoided. The questions in categories 6-10 focus on longer, more in-depth answers. Use follow up questions to elicit greater depth if a student doesn’t initially offer a complete answer. 

Point Scale:
The point scale for each category will help you better keep track of a student’s performance. Circle 6 for answers that meet all or most expectations within a level. A score of 6 indicates a high level or performance while a score of 1 indicates a low level of performance. As you progress through the speaking test, points should decrease for a student as questions get more complex. 

Making the Assessment:
When a student does not respond appropriately or has difficulty forming a response. Ask another question from that category. If on a second question the student is unable to appropriately respond, stop asking questions and determine the student’s oral level at the prior category.
