	Icebreaker
15 Minutes
(optional)
	Activity Title: My portrait

Activity Overview:
This activity will cover four ice-breaker sessions (Unit 1- Session 1, 2, 3, and 4).                      Students will create a portrait of themselves that show their beliefs and values,                                and their celebrations and traditions.  

Instructions:
1. Set up projector in front of  a wall.
2. Tape white construction paper to the wall.
3. When a student stands between the projector and the wall, their shadow will create an outline of their head on the paper.  
4. Ask the students to stand to show the side of their face.
5. Outline the silhouette of their face using a pencil.
6. Students can cut out the silhouette of their face.


	Description
	The icebreaker is an optional activity meant to help students engage in the class and feel comfortable. It is a fun, low-risk activity that increases engagement in class before you begin focusing on the main ideas of the lesson.



	Diagnostic Assessment
(10-20 Minutes)
	Activity Title: Celebration or Tradition

Activity Overview:
Students will demonstrate their understanding of the difference between celebration and tradition.  

Instructions:
1. One side of the classroom is designated as celebration, and the other side of the classroom is designated as tradition. 

2. Read out the Celebration and Traditions list (or create your own), one description at a time.
     Blowing candles on birthday cake.
     Christmas is on December 25th.
     Eating dinner with my family.
     Going to church on Easter.
     My birthday is on October 21st.
     We watch fireworks at night.
     Chinese New Year is also known as the Spring Festival.
     Diwali is usually in October or November.
     We dance at the fiesta.
     I wrap gifts for my friends. 

3. Students are to independently choose whether the description is a celebration or tradition, and stand on that side of the classroom.
4. Choose one student from each side to explain why they stood on that side, and ask if others in the class have a different perspective.

Diagnostic Assessment:
As students complete the activity look for:
· Check that students have an accurate understanding of the difference between celebration and tradition.
· If needed, take some time to review the definitions and discuss examples.


	Description
	The diagnostic activity is designed to assess the abilities of students before you begin the lesson. It helps tell you what the student already knows and what their capabilities and levels are. The teacher uses the diagnostic criteria in the activity to decide which enhancement activity you want to choose for your students.



	
Enhancement Learning
(25 Minutes each)
	Starter - Activity Title: Holiday Symbol

Activity Overview:
This activity helps students begin to identify the key traditions in different celebrations through the creation of a symbol.

Instruction:  
1. Discuss the definition of a symbol, and explain that symbols are signs or objects that show an idea, an event, or a message.
2. Look at the symbols on the slide and identify how the objects in the symbol show the main traditions for Christmas and Easter.
3. As a class choose Canada Day or the holiday discussed in Unit 1-1 Set (options given were Cinco de Mayo, Easter, Eid al-Adha, and Holi)
4. As a class, review the main ideas learnt for the holiday and identify objects that could represent traditions. 
As a class, on chart paper, create a symbol for the holiday.



	
	Experienced - Activity Title: Holiday Symbol

Activity Overview:
This activity helps students begin to identify the key traditions in different celebrations through the creation of a symbol.

Instruction:  
1. Discuss the definition of a symbol, and explain that symbols are signs or objects that show an idea, an event, or a message.
2. Look at the symbols on the slide and identify how the objects in the symbol show the main ideas and traditions for Christmas and Easter.
3. Divide students into pairs or groups of three, and ask them to choose Canada Day or the holiday discussed in Unit 1-1 Set (options given were Cinco de Mayo, Easter, Eid al-Adha, and Holi)
4. In their groups, students will review the main ideas learnt for the holiday and identify objects that could represent traditions. 
5. In their groups, students will create a symbol for the holiday.
6. Each group will present their symbol and the objects they’ve chosen to be shown within the symbol.


	
	Expert - Activity Title: Holiday Symbol

Activity Overview:
This activity helps students begin to identify the key traditions in different celebrations through the creation of a symbol.

Instruction:  
1. Discuss the definition of a symbol, and explain that symbols are signs or objects that show an idea, an event, or a message.
2. Look at the symbols on the slide and identify how the objects in the symbol show the main ideas and traditions for Peace, Christmas, and Easter.
3. Ask each student to choose Canada Day or the holiday discussed in Unit 1-1 Set (options given were Cinco de Mayo, Easter, Eid al-Adha, and Holi)
4. Independently, students will review the main ideas learnt for the holiday and identify objects that could represent traditions. 
5. Independently, students will create a symbol for the holiday.
Each student will present their symbol and the objects they’ve chosen to be shown within the symbol.

	Description
	Chose one of the enhancement learning activities provided based on whether the students work on the diagnostic activity identified them as a starter, experienced or expert. If student needs vary you may want to create small groups of students and have them complete different activities. These activities will help students develop their understanding and build on their prior learning.



	Assignment Support
(15 Minutes)
	My Celebration and Traditions – 25 minutes 

Activity Overview:
For Unit 1 - Lesson 1 Go, students are going to answer questions to identify key ideas of an event that they celebrate. 
Instructions:
1. Review the questions on the My Celebrations and Traditions document (Unit 1-1 Go) to ensure that all students understand the questions. 
2. Model to the class how these questions will be answered.  As a class, using Canada Day, the holiday discussed in Unit 1-1 Set or a local holiday that is known to all the students, practice answering the questions.  This will provide students with an example of how to answer the questions.
Provide time for students to complete their own answers with their own holiday, while the teacher gives guidance to individual students who need assistance. 


	Description
	Assignment support helps students complete assignments found in the Go section of their course.  Make sure to always introduce the goals of the assignment, the instructions and what students will need to demonstrate.  By the end of assignment support, students should be well on their way to completing an assignment.
