	Icebreaker
15 Minutes
(optional)
	Activity Title: My portrait

Activity Overview: 
This activity will cover four ice-breaker sessions (Unit 1- Session 1, 2, 3, and 4).                  Students will create a portrait of themselves that show their beliefs and values, and their celebrations and traditions.  

Instructions:
1. Students will begin to look through old magazines to find images that represent their values and beliefs.  
2. Students will cut these images and paste it onto their cut-out silhouette to create a collage.


	Description
	The icebreaker is an optional activity meant to help students engage in the class and feel comfortable. It is a fun, low-risk activity that increases engagement in class before you begin focusing on the main ideas of the lesson.



	Diagnostic Assessment
(20 Minutes)
	Activity Title: Think, Pair, Share

Activity Overview:
Students will reflect and share words that represent beliefs and values.  

Instructions:
1. Ask students to think about the question:  “What is a belief that you have?”
2. After about a minute, ask students to partner with someone in the class, and share their answer.  
3. Then, choose 2 students to share their partner’s response with the class. 
4. Ask students to think about the question:  “What is something that you value?”
5. After about a minute, ask students to partner with someone in the class, and share their answer.  
6. Then, choose 2 students to share their partner’s response with the class.

Diagnostic Assessment:
As students complete the activity look for:
·  As you are listening to students share their answers with each other, check if they understand the difference between beliefs and values.  
· Beliefs is an opinion that you think is true, and a value is something that is important to you.  (Example:  I believe all people are equal.  I value my family)
· If needed, review the definition of beliefs and values, and discuss more examples for students to understand the difference. 

	Description
	The diagnostic activity is designed to assess the abilities of students before you begin the lesson. It helps tell you what the student already knows and what their capabilities and levels are. The teacher uses the diagnostic criteria in the activity to decide which enhancement activity you want to choose for your students.



	
Enhancement Learning
(25 Minutes each)
	Starter - Activity Title: Value Cards 

Activity Overview:
This activity helps students begin to identify their core values, and reflect on how they show those values.

Instructions:
1. Students lay out their pack of Value Cards in front of them, face up. 
2. Review the definitions of all values - these values were looked at in Unit 1-2 Ready.
3. There are 4 blank cards for students who have a value that is important to them, but is not written on the other cards. 
4. Give students time to reflect on each of the cards, and clarify the meaning, if needed.
5. Challenge students to choose five Value Cards that best represents them as an individual. Give time for this, as some students may choose five cards very fast, whereas others may need more time to reflect.
6. Ask students to gather their chosen 5 Value Cards in their hand, and to put the other cards in the pack away.
7. Ask each student “What cards did you choose?”  and “Why did you choose those cards?” and give them time to respond to the class. 
8. When everyone has had some time to share their cards, ask students to reflect on how they show their values (Example: I exercise and eat healthy foods every day because I value health).  Students have learnt how to use ‘and’, ‘because’, and ‘or’ .
9. In their notebooks, students can write a sentence for each of their 5 Value Cards to describe how they show this value.  


	
	Experienced - Activity Title: Value Cards

Activity Overview:
This activity helps students begin to identify their core values, and reflect on how they show those values. 

Instructions:

	Expert - Activity Title: Value Cards

Activity Overview:
This activity helps students begin to identify their core values, and reflect on how they show those values.

Instructions:
1. Students lay out their pack of Value Cards in front of them, face up.
2. Review the definitions of all values - these values were looked at in Unit 1-2 Ready.
3. There are 4 blank cards for students who have a value that is important to them, but is not written on the other cards.

7. Students move around the room sharing what they have chosen as their 5 Value Cards, and are free to ask multiple people about their card choices.  Move around the room with the students, and encourage discussion: “What cards did you choose?”  and “Why did you choose those cards?”
8. When everyone has had some time to show their cards, ask students to come back to their desks and reflect on how they show their values (Example: I exercise and eat healthy foods every day because I value health).  Students have learnt how to use ‘and’, ‘because’, and ‘or’ .
9. In their notebooks, students can write a sentence for each of their 5 Value Cards to describe how they show this value.

	Description
	Chose one of the enhancement learning activities provided based on whether the students work on the diagnostic activity identified them as a starter, experienced or expert. If student needs vary you may want to create small groups of students and have them complete different activities. These activities will help students develop their understanding and build on their prior learning.

2. Draw a Venn Diagram with two circles - explain that                                                         where the circles overlap, the characteristics are common                                                          for both items. 
3. Create a Venn Diagram together, as a class, to compare two items:                           Examples: teacher vs. student, animal versus bird. 
4. Review students Unit 1 - Lesson 2 Go activity: In the online class, students completed two beliefs and values charts - for Canada Day and a second celebration.   For homework, students are to create a Venn Diagram using the beliefs and values, discussed in class, for Canada Day and the second celebration.
Provide time for students to ask questions about the Venn Diagram they are creating.
