	Icebreaker
15 Minutes
(optional)
	Activity Title: My portrait

Activity Overview: 
This activity will cover four ice-breaker sessions (Unit 1- Session 1, 2, 3, and 4).                  Students will create a portrait of themselves that show their beliefs and values, and their celebrations and traditions.  
Instructions:
1. Students will continue to look through old magazines to find images that represent their values and beliefs.  
2. Students will cut these images and paste it onto their cut-out silhouette to create a collage.


	Description
	The icebreaker is an optional activity meant to help students engage in the class and feel comfortable. It is a fun, low-risk activity that increases engagement in class before you begin focusing on the main ideas of the lesson.



	Diagnostic Assessment
(10-20 Minutes)
	Activity Title: It’s not mine, it’s yours

Activity Overview:
Students will practice using the possessive pronouns they have learnt in the online lessons.

Instructions:
1. Point to different items in the room and ask, “Who’s ______ is this?”
2. Choose a student to respond with the correct possessive pronoun.                             Examples:
            teacher (points to coffee cup):  Who’s coffee cup is this?
            student A:  It’s not mine. It’s yours.

            teacher (points to a book):  Who’s book is this?
            student B:  It’s not mine. It’s hers.

            teacher (points to 3 pencils belonging to others):  Who’s pencils are these?
            student C:  It’s not mine.  It’s theirs. 

Diagnostic Assessment:
As students complete the activity look for:
· Check that students are replying with the correct possessive pronoun. 
· If needed, take some time to review possessive pronouns.

	Description
	The diagnostic activity is designed to assess the abilities of students before you begin the lesson. It helps tell you what the student already knows and what their capabilities and levels are. The teacher uses the diagnostic criteria in the activity to decide which enhancement activity you want to choose for your students.



	
Enhancement Learning
(25 Minutes each)
	Starter - Activity Title: Strongest Value

Activity Overview:
This activity helps students begin to identify their core values, and practice asking questions.
Instructions:
1. Use a string to make a line across the classroom.  On one side of the string, put a sign that says ‘strongly agree’ and on the other side of the string, put a sign that says ‘strongly disagree’.  
2. Explain to students that you will say a statement.  Students can stand anywhere on the line to show how much they agree or disagree with the statement.  If students strongly agree or disagree, they should stand on the ends of the line.  If their feelings are in-between, they can judge if they should stand closer to agree, closer to disagree, somewhere in the middle, etc.
            Example of Statements (you can create your own as well):
            I want to study. 
            I am honest all the time. 
            It’s important to be beautiful /handsome.
            I enjoy being outside.
            It’s important to have a good relationship with my parents.
            I want to have a big house.
            It’s important that I have some close friends.
            I am healthy. 
       3.  When students are choosing where they want to stand in the line, there will be  opportunities to encourage discussion, as these statements are subjective      
       4.  Back at their desks, give each student 5 index cards or post-it notes.  
       5.   Ask students to write down 5 things they value.  
       5.  Now out of those 5 choices, ask students to remove the value that is lowest on their list.
       6.  Then, out of the 4 choices left, ask student to remove the value that is lowest on their list.  
            Keep doing this until each student has only one index card or post-it note left. 
       7.  Together, as a class, students will create “W” Question and responses focused on this card.          
             
Example: Family is written on the card

             What value do you have on your card?
                  I have family.
             Who is in your family?
                  In my family, there is my mom, dad, brother, and puppy. 
             When do you see your family?
                   I see them every weekend. 
              Where do you go with your family?
                   We go to the park. 
              Why is family important to you?

	Experienced - Activity Title: Strongest Value

Activity Overview:

              Student B   Who do you go to the library with?
              Student A:  I go to the library with my best friend or on my own.

	Description
	Chose one of the enhancement learning activities provided based on whether the students work on the diagnostic activity identified them as a starter, experienced or expert. If student needs vary you may want to create small groups of students and have them complete different activities. These activities will help students develop their understanding and build on their prior learning.



	Assignment Support
(15 Minutes)
	Interview – 25 minutes 

Activity Overview:
For Unit 1 - Lesson 3 Go, students are to contact an individual and interview them about  

Instructions:
1. Ensure that all students have someone they can interview. 
2. Look at the W-Question stems, and review when to use each stem: Who, What, Where, When, and Why
3. Review the created list of questions that can be asked during the interview, and add to this list, if needed.
4. Roleplay an interview, so that students can practice asking questions to get information about a celebration.
Provide time for students to practice asking each other questions, as well, so that they are prepared for their interview.
