	Materials Needed:
· Rain Forest in a jar (created last class)
· Colouring pencils or markers
· Plain paper

· Graphing paper
· Rain fall data, for the year, of the city students are in.
· Rain fall data, for the year, of a chosen rain forest.

	Our Own Rain Forest – 20 minutes 

Activity Overview:
This activity will cover four ice-breaker sessions (Unit 2- Session 1, 2, 3, and 4).                  Students will create and observe a living rain forest.  
Instructions:
1. Take a look at the rain forest in a jar.
2. Discuss what students see on the underside of the glass.
3. Ask students to touch the glass and describe what they feel.  Does it feel warm?
4. How is this like a real rain forest?
5. Discuss how students think the plants will grow.
6. Predict whether water needs to be added often, and the reasons.

	Diagnostic Assessment

	
	It’s Raining in the Forest!– 15 minutes 

Activity Overview:
Students will compare the amount of precipitation in their own city versus in the rain forest.

Instructions:
1. Using online resources, look through the rainfall data for your city, for a year.  
2. Using online resources, choose a rain forest and look at it's rain fall data, for a year.
3. Discuss what is needed in a graph to compare the data accurately.
                Data for each location next to each other.
                A scale on the axis. 
                       Why is this important when we are critically analyzing information?
4. Draw a bar graph to show the rain fall in your city and rain forest.
5. Discuss similarities and differences between data.  
                 Does it rain the same amount every month?

	Option #1:
Starter
	Our Rain Forest – 20 minutes 

Activity Overview:
Students will create a visual of a Rain Forest over three classes. 

Instructions:
1. Explain that as a class, you are going to create a visual rain forest on one of the walls (or big sheet of paper).
2. Brainstorm the components that will be needed for the Rain Forest:
                  Features that each layer will have
                  The animals and plants that are needed in each layer
3. Discuss and generate ideas of how each component of the Rain Forest can be built.  (Depending on the class size, it may be possible to split the class into four groups, and assign them a different part of the Rain Forest). 
4. Students are to use available online and text resources to generate ideas of components needed for each layer.
5. Together, create a plan on how to build a visual rain forest.

	Option #2:
Experienced
	Our Rain Forest – 20 minutes 

Activity Overview:
Students will create a visual of a Rain Forest over three classes. 

Instructions:
1. In small groups of three or four, students are going to create a visual rain forest on a section of the wall, or a small cardboard box (shoebox).
