	Activity Title: Realia in the Bag

Activity Overview:
Students will have the opportunity to use real items in the classroom to help them practice speech. 

Instructions:
1. Put up slide 3 and review the sentence pattern with the students. Then take out your backpack with the realia inside. 
2. One at a time, students will come to the front of the class. They will reach in and touch an item, and guess what the item is. They should use a full sentence “I think you have a ______ in your bag”. 
When they pull it out, if they are right they should right a sentence on the board “You have a __________ in your bag”. If they are wrong then they should put it back. Make sure all students get an opportunity.


	Description
	The icebreaker is an optional activity meant to help students engage in the class and feel comfortable. It is a fun, low-risk activity that increases engagement in class before you begin focusing on the main ideas of the lesson.



	Diagnostic Assessment
(20 Minutes)
	Activity Title: How did you get here?

Activity Overview: Students will select the best mode of transportation for a given journey. 

Instructions:
· Put the guiding powerpoint up on slide 4. Hand out a copy of this slide to each student pair. 
· Students will work together to fill in their worksheet, choosing the best mode of transportation for each journey listed on the slide. 
· They will select the best mode of transportation for the slide and write a sentence about it. Eg: How did you get from school to your house? I took my bike.

Diagnostic Assessment:
As students complete the activity look for:
·  Students understand the vocabulary given, including places and modes of transportation
· Sentences are correct, using correct pronouns and word order


	Description
	The diagnostic activity is designed to assess the abilities of students before you begin the lesson. It helps tell you what the student already knows and what their capabilities and levels are. The teacher uses the diagnostic criteria in the activity to decide which enhancement activity you want to choose for your students.

(75 Minutes)
	Starter - Activity Title: Blind Directions

Activity Overview:
Students will practice giving and receiving directions using maps. 

Instructions:
1. Hand out map 1.
2. Put students into partners (or groups of four). Students should sit back to back or put something between each other so that they cannot see one another’s maps.
3. Students A will choose two locations on the map. They will give Student B directions from the first location to the second verbally. IE “start at the fire department. Turn right on _____ street.”…
4. Once Student A finishes their directions, they say “you have arrived at _________”. Student B should show Student A their map to see if they made it there correctly. 
5. Students then switch roles. Repeat activity if there is enough time. 


	
	Experienced - Activity Title: Blind Directions

Activity Overview:
Students will practice giving and receiving directions using maps.

Instructions:
1. Hand out map 2.
2. Put students into partners. Students will put the following locations on their maps:
Hospital                Grocery Store
School                    Mall
House                    Library
Train Station      Bus Station
Once their maps are complete, they will put up something      between the students so that Student A cannot see Student B’s map and vice versa.
3. Students A will choose two locations on the map. They will give Student B directions from the first location to the second verbally. IE “start at the fire department. Turn right on _____ street.”…
4. Once Student A finishes their directions, they say “you have arrived at _________”. Student B should show Student A their map to see if they made it there correctly.
5. Students then switch roles. Repeat activity if there is enough time. 


	
	Expert - Activity Title: Blind Directions

Activity Overview:
Students will practice giving and receiving directions using maps.

Instructions:
1. Hand out map 2. 
2. Students will sit so that their partner cannot see their maps. Students will fill in five places on their map in various locations. They will then write the direction between two locations on the map. Student A will give Student B their map. 
3. Student A will then read the directions they have written to Student B. IE “start at the fire department. Turn right on _____ street.”…
4. Once Student A finishes their directions, they say “you have arrived at _________”. Student B should show Student A their map to see if they made it there correctly.
5. Students then switch roles. Repeat activity if there is enough time. 


	Description
	Chose one of the enhancement learning activities provided based on whether the students work on the diagnostic activity identified them as a starter, experienced or expert. If student needs vary you may want to create small groups of students and have them complete different activities. These activities will help students develop their understanding and build on their prior learning.



	Assignment Support

	Activity Title: Short A Practice
