	Icebreaker
15 Minutes
	Activity Title: Circle Days of the Week Review

Activity Overview:
Students have a game of repetition to help reinforce the days of the week, as well as the concepts of today, tomorrow, and yesterday. 

Instructions:
1. Students stand in a circle. The teacher begins by saying “today is Monday. Yesterday was Sunday. Tomorrow is Tuesday”
2. The student to the left of the teacher then says, “Today is Tuesday. Yesterday was Monday. Tomorrow is Wednesday”. Go around the circle, helping students who need assistance. 

	Description
	The icebreaker is an optional activity meant to help students engage in the class and feel comfortable. It is a fun, low-risk activity that increases engagement in class before you begin focusing on the main ideas of the lesson.



	Diagnostic Assessment
(20 Minutes)
	Activity Title: Partner Listening What’s on your Schedule?

Activity Overview: 
Students will listen to the schedules of their classmates and write down their weekly details. Then they will compare schedules to see if they are the same. 

Instructions:
· Hand out the blank schedules worksheets. 
· Students will work independently, without showing their classmates, to fill in their own schedules. They must have at least one activity per day. 
· Once completed, Student A will read their schedule to Student B. Student B will fill in the second blank schedule that they have with their classmate’s scheduling information. 
· Once both students have read their schedules out loud, they will compare schedules. If there are any differences, they will discuss them, focusing on pronunciation of the activities they got wrong. 

Diagnostic Assessment:
As students complete the activity look for:
·  Students are speaking in complete sentences “on Monday I have science class”. 
· Students are recording their classmate’s activities correctly
· Students are using the correct vocabulary

	Description
	The diagnostic activity is designed to assess the abilities of students before you begin the lesson. It helps tell you what the student already knows and what their capabilities and levels are. The teacher uses the diagnostic criteria in the activity to decide which enhancement activity you want to choose for your students.



	
Enhancement Learning
(75 Minutes)
	Starter - Activity Title: Schedule Dictation

Activity Overview: 
Students will complete a schedule using information their partner tells them from a master schedule. 

Instructions:
· Several copies of Schedule A on a distant wall (if they are small enough that they can’t be read from the other side of the classroom) or in a different classroom or corridor, and give half the class blank schedules. 
· Their partner has to run to the completed version of the schedule on the wall, remember the missing information, and relay that back to their partner so that they can complete the schedule.
· To add more communication, make sure that the person who has the blank schedule doesn’t show it to the person who is running back and forth.

	
	Experienced - Activity Title: Spot the Difference

Activity Overview: 
Students will discuss their schedules and find the differences in their weekly schedules through talking and asking questions.

Instructions:
1. Hand out either schedule A or schedule B to each student. The timetables have two or more difference on them. 
2. Students then work in pairs to try and find differences between their timetables without showing them to each other, e.g. by asking each other “What do you do on Monday?
3. Once they have found the difference in their timetables they will look at each timetable and write out the differences in complete sentences. 


	
	Expert - Spot the Difference

Activity Overview: 
Students will discuss their schedules and find the differences in their weekly schedules through talking and asking questions. These schedules are more challenging as they include time indicators as well for more advanced students.

Instructions:
1. Hand out either schedule A or schedule B to each student. The timetables have two or more difference on them. 
2. Students then work in pairs to try and find differences between their timetables without showing them to each other, e.g. by asking each other “What do you do on Monday at three o’clock?
Once they have found the difference in their timetables they will look at each timetable and write out the differences in complete sentences. 

	Description
	Chose one of the enhancement learning activities provided based on whether the students work on the diagnostic activity identified them as a starter, experienced or expert. If student needs vary you may want to create small groups of students and have them complete different activities. These activities will help students develop their understanding and build on their prior learning.



	Assignment Support
(15 Minutes)
	Activity Title: Phonics Support/Review

Activity Overview: A physical response flashcard game. 

Instructions:
1. Shuffle the phonics flashcards in this lesson package and the phonics flashcards from the last lesson.  
2. Have students stand up with enough room to step to the left or the right. 
3. Hold up one flashcard and say either “st” or “sh”.  If the flashcard matches the sound the teacher makes, students should step to the left. If it doesn’t match, they should step to the right. 
4. Speed up the sounds as you go. You may choose to eliminate students who get it wrong as you go, leaving only one standing at the end. 


	Description
	Assignment support helps students complete assignments found in the Go section of their course.  Make sure to always introduce the goals of the assignment, the instructions and what students will need to demonstrate.  By the end of assignment support, students should be well on their way to completing an assignment.

Activity Overview:  In this activity, students are introduced to the next lesson and the contents within it. Follow the preparation slides. 

Instructions: 
1. Introduce the next lesson’s learning goals.
2. Introduce the conversation piece to the students by reading it to the students.
a. Students may practice the conversation in pairs 
3. Introduce the vocabulary with the grammar.
a. Read each word and have students repeat the pronunciation
b. Ask students a question based on the grammar. The student should respond using the grammar and vocabulary. (Repeat until all the vocabulary has been used or all the students have a chance to repeat. (Correct grammar a pronunciation by repeating a corrected sentence by modeling – do not directly correct student pronunciation or grammar in front of the class.) 
c. (Optional) You may want students to use the question and answer to ask each other questions (3-4x)
4. Introduce the conversation piece to the students by reading it to the students.
a. Students may practice the conversation in pairs 
5. Introduce the vocabulary with the grammar.
a. Read each word and have students repeat the pronunciation
b. Ask students a question based on the grammar. The student should respond using the grammar and vocabulary. (Repeat until all the vocabulary has been used or all the students have a chance to repeat. (Correct grammar a pronunciation by repeating a corrected sentence by modeling – do not directly correct student pronunciation or grammar in front of the class.) 
c. (Optional) You may want students to use the question and answer to ask each other questions (3-4x)
