	Icebreaker
15 Minutes
	Activity Title: Change places if…


Activity Overview:
An active game where students will move around the classroom based on what clothing they are wearing. 

Instructions:
1. Start with students in a closed circle, with the teacher standing in the middle to begin the game. 
2. teacher says, “Change places if ……(Example) you’re wearing a red shirt.” All students who are wearing red shirts must stand up, and move to another desk and the teacher should sit in one of the recently vacated desk.


	Description
	The icebreaker is an optional activity meant to help students engage in the class and feel comfortable. It is a fun, low-risk activity that increases engagement in class before you begin focusing on the main ideas of the lesson.



	Diagnostic Assessment
(20 Minutes)
	Activity Title: Weekly Weather Activity

Activity Overview:
Students will complete the worksheet in complete sentences and use it as a tool to ask and answer questions. 

Instructions:
1. Ask students to work in pairs to complete the “weekly weather” worksheet.
2. Once completed, students will make statements such as “Tomorrow it will be cloudy”. Their partner should say “Today is Friday”. 
3. Another example is “I am wearing sandals”.  Their partner should say “Today is Monday.”
4. Students will take turns making statements and guessing. 

Diagnostic Assessment:
As students complete the activity look for:
·  Students fill in the charts in complete, accurate sentences.
· Students are correctly guessing what their partners are asking them.


	Description
	The diagnostic activity is designed to assess the abilities of students before you begin the lesson. It helps tell you what the student already knows and what their capabilities and levels are. The teacher uses the diagnostic criteria in the activity to decide which enhancement activity you want to choose for your students.



	
Enhancement Learning
(75 Minutes)
	Starter - Activity Title: What to Wear

Activity Overview:
Students will work together to create a handbook for what to wear in each season.

Instructions:
1. Hand out the template for the guidebook. (In pairs) Students will sketch the season and design appropriate clothing for each weather condition.  They will include labels for each item of clothing. 
2. Students will then share their handbooks with another group. They will ask students about the seasons/clothing they have included in their handbooks using the slide as a conversation guide.


	
	Experienced - Activity Title: What to Wear

Activity Overview:

Instructions:

	Expert – Activity Title: What to Wear

Activity Overview:
Students will work together to create a handbook for what to wear in each weather condition.

Instructions:
1. Hand out the template for the guidebook. With a partner, students will sketch the season and design appropriate clothing for each weather condition.  They will include labels for each item of clothing. Students will also choose an activity that is appropriate to the weather conditions.
2. Students will then share their handbooks with another group. They will ask students about the weather conditions/clothing/activites they have included in their handbooks using the slide as a conversation guide.


	Description
	Chose one of the enhancement learning activities provided based on whether the students work on the diagnostic activity identified them as a starter, experienced or expert. If student needs vary you may want to create small groups of students and have them complete different activities. These activities will help students develop their understanding and build on their prior learning.



	Assignment Support
(15 Minutes)
	Activity Title: Flashcard recall

Activity Overview: 
Students will have to recall spelling and pronunciation for each of the /ch/ flashcards. 

Instructions:
1. You will need magnets for this activity. 
2. Put five /ch/ flashcards on the board for one minute. Tell the students to memorize the cards that are on the board.
3.  Flip the cards over so students cannot see them.
4. Ask students to write out the five words whose flashcards were on the board.
5. Ask the students to call out the items that were listed on the board. Try to ensure all students get a chance.  Write the words on the board. Flip the cards over to check. 
6. Repeat with different words/cards.


	Description
	Assignment support helps students complete assignments found in the Go section of their course.  Make sure to always introduce the goals of the assignment, the instructions and what students will need to demonstrate.  By the end of assignment support, students should be well on their way to completing an assignment.



	Get Ready
(20 Minutes)

Activity Overview:  In this activity, students are introduced to the next lesson and the contents within it. Follow the preparation slides. 

Instructions: 
1. Introduce the next lesson’s learning goals.
2. Introduce the conversation piece to the students by reading it to the students.
a. Students may practice the conversation in pairs 
3. Introduce the vocabulary with the grammar.
a. Read each word and have students repeat the pronunciation
b. Ask students a question based on the grammar. The student should respond using the grammar and vocabulary. (Repeat until all the vocabulary has been used or all the students have a chance to repeat. (Correct grammar a pronunciation by repeating a corrected sentence by modeling – do not directly correct student pronunciation or grammar in front of the class.) 
c. (Optional) You may want students to use the question and answer to ask each other questions (3-4x)
4. Introduce the conversation piece to the students by reading it to the students.
a. Students may practice the conversation in pairs 
5. Introduce the vocabulary with the grammar.
a. Read each word and have students repeat the pronunciation
b. Ask students a question based on the grammar. The student should respond using the grammar and vocabulary. (Repeat until all the vocabulary has been used or all the students have a chance to repeat. (Correct grammar a pronunciation by repeating a corrected sentence by modeling – do not directly correct student pronunciation or grammar in front of the class.) 
c. (Optional) You may want students to use the question and answer to ask each other questions (3-4x)
6. Conclude the lesson by prompting students to preview the next lesson on Moodle.
