	Icebreaker
15 Minutes
	Activity Title: Your Schedule Listening Activity


Activity Overview: 
Students will actively participate in reviewing their weekly schedules through a TPR activity. 

Instructions:
1. Write the days of the week across the top of the board. 
2. Ask students to list some of their weekly activities and tell the teacher which day of the week they do those activities. 
3. Once you have a good list on the board, instruct students that they will stand up if they hear their activity. 
4. Begin reading the activities that they students have suggested like this: “On Monday, I have yearbook club”. Students will stand if this activity applies to them. 
5. Go through the list with students standing when their activity is mentioned. Make sure you include ones that all students have to stand for, such as “I have English class on Tuesday”. 


	Description
	The icebreaker is an optional activity meant to help students engage in the class and feel comfortable. It is a fun, low-risk activity that increases engagement in class before you begin focusing on the main ideas of the lesson.



	Diagnostic Assessment
(20 Minutes)
	Activity Title: What’s Missing from the Laundry Line?

Activity Overview: 
Students will draw the vocabulary items that they have learned on the board. They will practice the vocabulary words orally as well. 

Instructions:
· On the board, as students to come up and draw a picture of one of their vocabulary words. Make sure you provide suggestions to students if they run out of ideas. 
· Give the class two or three minutes to look at the completed drawings on the board. 
· Tell them all to put their heads down on the desk or close their eyes. 
· Cover up or erase five of the pictures. 
· Ask students to look at the board and take one minute to write down what’s missing – in a complete sentence. If the picture for “cloudy” is missing, write down a sentence like “It is cloudy today”. 
· Students will then read their sentences out loud to tell the teacher what is missing. 
· Re-draw or uncover the pictures and repeat with different words. 
· Repeat until all vocabulary words have been done. Ask students to hand in their sentences if you want to check their understanding. 

Diagnostic Assessment:
As students complete the activity look for:
· Students can recall a high level of unit three vocabulary
· Students are answering in correct and complete sentences


	Description
	The diagnostic activity is designed to assess the abilities of students before you begin the lesson. It helps tell you what the student already knows and what their capabilities and levels are. The teacher uses the diagnostic criteria in the activity to decide which enhancement activity you want to choose for your students.

	Assignment Support
(15 Minutes)
	Activity Title: Drawing Dictation


Activity Overview: Students will review all of their flashcards from Unit 3 in this drawing activity. 

Instructions:
1. Students will line up at the board in three or four lines. The first student in each line will have a marker and will be required to draw first in their team.
2. When everyone is ready, say one of the flashcard words. The student who draws it correctly first gets a point for their team. Show the flashcard to the class so that they can see that the person who drew it was correct. 
3. Repeat until flashcards or gone, or until class tires of the game. 


	Description
	Assignment support helps students complete assignments found in the Go section of their course.  Make sure to always introduce the goals of the assignment, the instructions and what students will need to demonstrate.  By the end of assignment support, students should be well on their way to completing an assignment.



	Get Ready
(20 Minutes)
	
Activity Title: Giving Directions 

Overview: 
Class map TPR activity. Place the shopping mall, school, library, and grocery store flashcards in the four corners of the classroom. In partners, students will start at one of the four locations. Using directions, one student will guide the other to the place of their choice. They should use left, right, straight, and stop. Their partner should listen to directions exactly even if it means they go the wrong way. Once they arrive at their new destination, swap partners.

Activity Overview:  In this activity, students are introduced to the next lesson and the contents within it. Follow the preparation slides. 

Instructions: 
1. Introduce the next lesson’s learning goals.
2. Introduce the conversation piece to the students by reading it to the students.
a. Students may practice the conversation in pairs 
3. Introduce the vocabulary with the grammar.
a. Read each word and have students repeat the pronunciation
b. Ask students a question based on the grammar. The student should respond using the grammar and vocabulary. (Repeat until all the vocabulary has been used or all the students have a chance to repeat. (Correct grammar a pronunciation by repeating a corrected sentence by modeling – do not directly correct student pronunciation or grammar in front of the class.) 
c. (Optional) You may want students to use the question and answer to ask each other questions (3-4x)
4. Introduce the conversation piece to the students by reading it to the students.
a. Students may practice the conversation in pairs 
5. Introduce the vocabulary with the grammar.
a. Read each word and have students repeat the pronunciation
b. Ask students a question based on the grammar. The student should respond using the grammar and vocabulary. (Repeat until all the vocabulary has been used or all the students have a chance to repeat. (Correct grammar a pronunciation by repeating a corrected sentence by modeling – do not directly correct student pronunciation or grammar in front of the class.) 
c. (Optional) You may want students to use the question and answer to ask each other questions (3-4x)
