	Icebreaker
15 Minutes
	Activity Title: Your Family True and False

Activity Overview: Students will have to determine what is true and what is false about the families of their classmates. 

Instructions:
1. Tell students to take two or three minutes and write down five to ten statements about their family. Half of the statements should be true and half should be false.  Write one on the board about yourself to demonstrate.
2. Once students have written their sentences they should find a classmate to share with. The students should take turns making their statements and guessing if their classmate’s is true or false. They should correct any false statements. 
3. Swap if they want to have more practice. 


	Description
	The icebreaker is an optional activity meant to help students engage in the class and feel comfortable. It is a fun, low-risk activity that increases engagement in class before you begin focusing on the main ideas of the lesson.



	Diagnostic Assessment
(20 Minutes)
	Activity Title: Family Stories

Activity Overview: Students will listen to a story about a family. They will fill in the names of each person in the correct box. 

Instructions:
· Hand out the blank family name cards. 
· Put the students into pairs. 
· Tell Student A that they will read their family story first. Student B will have to fill in the cards with the first name of the appropriate person. 
· Now hand out the second set of blank name cards and the family story. Student B will read the story to Student A and Student A will fill in the names above the family positions. 
· Review the stories together. Students will correct any mistakes their partner has made. 

Diagnostic Assessment:
As students complete the activity look for:
· Can students pronounce the words in the story correctly?
· Are students able to fill in the name cards?
· Do students provide each other with appropriate corrective feedback?

	Description
	The diagnostic activity is designed to assess the abilities of students before you begin the lesson. It helps tell you what the student already knows and what their capabilities and levels are. The teacher uses the diagnostic criteria in the activity to decide which enhancement activity you want to choose for your students.



	
Enhancement Learning
(75 Minutes)
	Starter - Activity Title: Faux Family Tree

Activity Overview:
Students will create their own family tree and describe the people in it. 

Instructions:
· Show slide 5, review descriptive words. 
· As a class, work together to create a faux family tree. Describe one of the people in the tree together. 
· In partners, students will create a family tree made up of fictitious people.
· Students can use magazine pictures, pictures from the internet, or drawings to create their family tree. They should have three generations and at least eight family members. 
· They will then describe the family members 
· Students will share their family trees with another group. 


	
	Experienced - Activity Title: Faux Family Tree

Activity Overview:
Students will create their own family tree and describe the people in it. 

Instructions:
· Show slide 5, review descriptive words. 
· As a class, work together to create a faux family tree. Describe one of the people in the tree together. 
· In partners, students will create a family tree made up of fictitious people.
· Students can use magazine pictures, pictures from the internet, or drawings to create their family tree. They should have three generations and at least eight family members. 
· They will then describe the family members 
· Students will share their family trees with another group. 


	
	Expert – Activity Title: My Family Story


Activity Overview: 
Students will write short stories about their families. They may wish to illustrate these stories if they have time. 

Instructions:
1. Students will write a short story about their families. Students will work independently at first. They should write about six members of their family, including names, ages, how they are related to others, and descriptions. 
2. Each family member should have a paragraph four or five sentences long. 
3. Once completed, they should share with a partner and edit one another’s work, looking for mistakes and asking questions about their classmate’s family.  
Students may choose to illustrate their family stories. 



	Description
	Chose one of the enhancement learning activities provided based on whether the students work on the diagnostic activity identified them as a starter, experienced or expert. If student needs vary you may want to create small groups of students and have them complete different activities. These activities will help students develop their understanding and build on their prior learning.



	Assignment Support
(15 Minutes)
	Activity Title: Phonics Review

Activity Overview: 
Students will list all of the /ck/ words they can think of and pronounce new words their classmates suggest. 

Instructions:
1. Ask students to work in groups of four to list all of the words with /ck/ they can think of 
2. Once they have completed their list, hold up the flashcards and ask them to check off the ones they have on their list.
3. Once you have gone through the flashcards, ask students to list other words that you didn’t have on the flashcards and put them on the board. 
4. Pronounce the new words that students have suggested as a group. 


	Description
	Assignment support helps students complete assignments found in the Go section of their course.  Make sure to always introduce the goals of the assignment, the instructions and what students will need to demonstrate.  By the end of assignment support, students should be well on their way to completing an assignment.

Activity Overview:  In this activity, students are introduced to the next lesson and the contents within it. Follow the preparation slides. 

Instructions: 
1. Introduce the next lesson’s learning goals.

a. Students may practice the conversation in pairs 
3. Introduce the vocabulary with the grammar.
a. Read each word and have students repeat the pronunciation
b. Ask students a question based on the grammar. The student should respond using the grammar and vocabulary. (Repeat until all the vocabulary has been used or all the students have a chance to repeat.
