	Icebreaker
15 Minutes
	Activity Title: TPR Prepositions of Place

Activity Overview: 
Students experience prepositions of place using TPR.

Instructions:
1. Choose about five students to leave the room and wait in the hallway.
2. The rest of the class will take a position in the classroom that can be described using a preposition of place. Ie, students may crawl under their desks, hide behind something, etc.
3. When all students are in place, invite the five in from the hallway. They will have to describe where their classmates are using prepositions.
4. Switch and send a new group out, if desired. 

	Description
	The icebreaker is an optional activity meant to help students engage in the class and feel comfortable. It is a fun, low-risk activity that increases engagement in class before you begin focusing on the main ideas of the lesson.



	Diagnostic Assessment
(20 Minutes)
	Activity Title: Short Readings

Activity Overview: 
Students will read one another a gap-fill exercise to practice listening and speaking. 

Instructions:
1. Put students in partners. 
2. Handout the worksheets, Student A gets the Students A worksheet, Student B gets the Student B worksheet.
3. Student A will read paragraph one will read paragraph one while Student B completes the gap fill. They may need to re-read several times. 
4. Once complete, Student B will read paragraph 2 while Student A completes the gap-fill. 
5. Repeat until done. Check answers in partners. 

Diagnostic Assessment:
As students complete the activity look for:
·  Students are pronouncing the words in their paragraphs properly.
· Students are correctly filling in the gaps.


	Description
	The diagnostic activity is designed to assess the abilities of students before you begin the lesson. It helps tell you what the student already knows and what their capabilities and levels are. The teacher uses the diagnostic criteria in the activity to decide which enhancement activity you want to choose for your students.



	
Enhancement Learning
(75 Minutes)
	Starter - Activity Title: My House

Activity Overview: 
Students will create a floor plan of their house and label it. 

Instructions:
1. Model on the board what your house/apartment floor plan looks like. Draw out the rooms and label each one. 
2. Next, ask the students what is something you will find in the kitchen. Label your own kitchen diagram with items they suggest.  
3. Students will draw the floor plan of their home. They should label each room and include three items in each room.

	
	Experienced - Activity Title: My House

Activity Overview: 
Students will sketch one or more rooms in their house. 

Instructions:
1. Put your own house floorplan on the board. Students can suggest rooms that you might have, and what you might have in each room. Label the rooms. 
2. Label a few items that you have in each room. 
Instruct students to do their own floor plans. They should list at least five items in each room. 


	
	Expert – Activity Title: My House


Activity Overview: 
Students will sketch one or more rooms in their house. They will describe what they have in each 

Instructions:
1. Put your own house floorplan on the board. Students can suggest rooms that you might have, and what you might have in each room. Label the rooms. Label a few items that you have in each room. 
2. Instruct students to do their own floor plans. They should list at least five items in each room. 
3. Students should include a short summary about their house. They should write a paragraph (minimum five sentences) about where each room is located, and where items are located in the rooms of their house. 


	Description
	Chose one of the enhancement learning activities provided based on whether the students work on the diagnostic activity identified them as a starter, experienced or expert. If student needs vary you may want to create small groups of students and have them complete different activities. These activities will help students develop their understanding and build on their prior learning.



	Assignment Support
(15 Minutes)
	Activity Title: /ou/ Sentences

Activity Overview:
Students will work together to create and read sentences using five /ou/ words. 

Instructions:
1. Put up slide 7 on the board. Tell students to work with a partner to write five sentences, one for each word. They will then share their sentences with another group. 
2. If they find this easy, ask them to come up with five more /ou/ words and create sentences out of those.


	Description
	Assignment support helps students complete assignments found in the Go section of their course. Instructions:

a. Students may practice the conversation in pairs 
3. Introduce the vocabulary with the grammar.
a. Read each word and have students repeat the pronunciation
b. Ask students a question based on the grammar. The student should respond using the grammar and vocabulary.
