	Icebreaker
15 Minutes
	Activity Title: Class Story

Activity Overview: 
Students will each tell one line of the story about a fictional person. 

Instructions:
1. Put up slide 3. Tell students that you are going to have a class story. Each student will have to come up with one line of the story. 
2. The teacher starts, saying something like “There once was a Canadian named James.”
3. The first student should say something like “He lives in an apartment” or something else related to the topics on the slide. Once the story is finished start another. 
4. You may have to do more than one “story” so that everyone has a chance to contribute a line.


	Description
	The icebreaker is an optional activity meant to help students engage in the class and feel comfortable. It is a fun, low-risk activity that increases engagement in class before you begin focusing on the main ideas of the lesson.



	Diagnostic Assessment
(20 Minutes)
	Activity Title: Short Readings

Activity Overview: Students will interview their classmates using unit vocabulary. 

Instructions:
1. Hand out the interview sheets. Review the questions as a class, checking for comprehension
2. Ask students to work with a classmate they haven’t worked with yet. 
3. Students will take turns asking each other the questions, and writing down their answers. 
4. Students should try to make conversation while asking these questions, such as “why do you like that?” Or “How old is your brother?”
5. Students should hand in their final copies so that the teacher can gauge their understanding. 

Diagnostic Assessment:
As students complete the activity look for:
· Students are able to answer their classmate’s questions using complete sentences
· Students are able to accurately record their partner’s answers 


	Description
	The diagnostic activity is designed to assess the abilities of students before you begin the lesson. It helps tell you what the student already knows and what their capabilities and levels are. The teacher uses the diagnostic criteria in the activity to decide which enhancement activity you want to choose for your students.

(75 Minutes)
	Starter - Activity Title: Story Board

Activity Overview: 
Students will create a person and complete a one-page storyboard using unit vocabulary.

Instructions:
1. Hand out the blank Level 1 Story Board.
2. Put slide 8 on the board to show students what they should do. 
3. Students will work in partners to complete the storyboard. 
4. They must draw one picture for each square. 
5. They must have one sentence below each of the pictures that they draw that explains the picture.


	
	Experienced - Activity Title: Story Board

Activity Overview:

Instructions:

	Expert – Activity Title: Story Board


Activity Overview:

	Description
	Chose one of the enhancement learning activities provided based on whether the students work on the diagnostic activity identified them as a starter, experienced or expert. If student needs vary you may want to create small groups of students and have them complete different activities. These activities will help students develop their understanding and build on their prior learning.



	Assignment Support
(15 Minutes)
	Activity Title: Phonics Dash

Activity Overview: Students will move around the classroom based on the sounds they hear. 

Instructions:
1. Put up three signs in different places of the classroom. 
2. Tell the students you will be reading the phonics words (found on page #). 
3. When they hear the word, they should run to the correct sign. 
4. The last one there is eliminated. 
5. Read through the words, eliminating one or two students at a time until there is a winner or time is up.


	Description
	Assignment support helps students complete assignments found in the Go section of their course.  Make sure to always introduce the goals of the assignment, the instructions and what students will need to demonstrate.  By the end of assignment support, students should be well on their way to completing an assignment.

Activity Title: Unit 5 - Lesson 1 Preview (Module 3)

Activity Overview:  In this activity, students are introduced to the next lesson and the contents within it. Follow the preparation slides. 

Instructions: 
1. Introduce the next lesson’s learning goals.
2. Introduce the conversation piece to the students by reading it to the students.
a. Students may practice the conversation in pairs 
3. Introduce the vocabulary with the grammar.
a. Read each word and have students repeat the pronunciation
b. Ask students a question based on the grammar. The student should respond using the grammar and vocabulary. 5. Introduce the vocabulary with the grammar.
a. Read each word and have students repeat the pronunciation
b. Ask students a question based on the grammar. The student should respond using the grammar and vocabulary. (Repeat until all the vocabulary has been used or all the students have a chance to repeat. (Correct grammar a pronunciation by repeating a corrected sentence by modeling – do not directly correct student pronunciation or grammar in front of the class.) 
c. (Optional) You may want students to use the question and answer to ask each other questions (3-4x)
6. Conclude the lesson by prompting students to preview the next lesson on Moodle.
