	Icebreaker
15 Minutes
	Activity Title: Amusement Park Directions

Activity Overview:  
This activity is designed to allow students to become familiar with maps used for information in a low risk task that encourages thought about language and pictures used to communicate about ideas. Students will be given an amusement park map, and a question to answer.   This will help students focus on expanding and learning about uses of maps, and direction words.  


Instructions:
1. Explain the goal of the activity.  
2. Organize students into groups of 3-4.
3. Give students amusement park map, and their question. ( Resource 1 and 2)
4. Have group work together to answer question. 
5. (Support) Observe students as they work, and help them with words to indicate direction.
6. Check to make sure students complete the task.(7-10 minutes)
7. Have each group share their question and answer. Discuss the words that were used to indicate direction.


	Description
	The icebreaker is an optional activity meant to help students engage in the class and feel comfortable. It is a fun, low-risk activity that increases engagement in class before you begin focusing on the main ideas of the lesson.



	Diagnostic Assessment
(20 Minutes)
	Activity Title: Planning your fun

Activity Overview: 
In this activity students will show their ability to create a plan for a day at an amusement park, and will show an understanding of direction words.  Students will plan four locations they wish to visit at the amusement park, and will include: where they would like to go first, at what time, what things they will pass on the way, and they will include direction words as part of the description.  Students will be instructed on areas to include, and will be encouraged to use direction words while creating their plans.

Instructions:
1. Give students instructions on task, and outline expectations.
2. Students are to work in groups of 2-3 to create plan for the amusement park.(On Chart Paper)
3. Distribute any materials needed for task. 
4. Have students think about the following as they work:
· Where are my locations, and how can I write this for a plan?
· In what order will I visit each location on the map, and what time?  
· What locations can I use to indicate you are going the right way?
5. Once they are done, have each group share their plan for a day at the amusement park . 

Diagnostic Assessment:
As students complete the activity, look for:
· Student was able to use directions words.
· Student used correct language (name of ride or place)when writing about locations on the map.
· Student included important information that was written in full sentences.


	Description
	The diagnostic activity is designed to assess the abilities of students before you begin the lesson. It helps tell you what the student already knows and what their capabilities and levels are. The teacher uses the diagnostic criteria in the activity to decide which enhancement activity you want to choose for your students.



	
Enhancement Learning
(75 Minutes)
	Starter - Activity Title: Blind Directions

Activity Overview: 
Using the power point, you will explore the elements of a map and direction words. Then, you will hand out a map, and Parts of a Map worksheet.(resource 3 and 4)  Students will work in pairs to read/ explore the map and fill in the worksheet. The goal is to have students become comfortable with the language and parts of a map.

Instructions:
1. Show slide 5, which shows a map and highlights different parts of a map.  Talk about different parts and model direction words in sentences. 
2. Organize students into pairs, and give out map and worksheets.( resource 3 and 4)
3.  Have students in pairs:  first read over map, then work together on the worksheet.
4. Observe students as they work, and verify understanding of parts of the map with questions.  
5. Check if all pairs are done.
6. Take up worksheet.  Pick different students to answer questions about different parts of the map. 


	
	Experienced - Activity Title: The Vacation

Activity Overview: 
This activity is designed to build on students’ understanding of reading maps in option one, or to expand on prior knowledge of reading maps.  Students will work on expanding understanding of maps by creating answers using the map about a family’s vacation plan.  The goal of the activity is to build on their understanding of using maps for information and to explore using direction words to describe different aspects of movement to places. By completing these tasks students will be able to explore how to use direction words and write about maps with correct sentences.

Instructions:
1. Use Slide 5 to introduce the topic and go over parts of a map and direction language.
2.  Give instruction for the task, and hand out question sheet.( resource 5)
3. Have students work in groups of 3-4 to answer questions.
4. Observe students as they work, and verify understanding with questions.  Check if they have completed work (10 minutes)
5. Organize students by pairing groups and have them share their answers.
6. Observe groups during work, and ask questions to clarify understanding.
Once completed, have students gather into a group. Discuss what they learned about maps, and how to use one for planning.



	
	Expert - Activity Title: Planning a Vacation


Activity Overview: 
As an Expert level activity, students will use their understanding of maps to create a plan for a vacation. Students will use writing, reading and collaboration to complete the work.  Students will focus on using direction words correctly in sentences, and discuss learning with whole groups.

Instructions:
1. Show slide 5.  Go over the concept of maps and direction words.
2.  Have students work in pairs to fill out worksheet (resource 6), and instruct them to include sentences to describe going to locations with direction words. 
3. Check to see if work is complete. (7-10 minutes)
4. Organize pairs together in groups of 4.
5. Group members will go over their plans for the vacation together, and give feedback.
6. Once completed have students gather into groups. Pick 2-3 pairs to share their vacation plan.


	Description
	Chose one of the enhancement learning activities provided based on whether the students work on the diagnostic activity identified them as a starter, experienced or expert. If student needs vary you may want to create small groups of students and have them complete different activities. These activities will help students develop their understanding and build on their prior learning.



	Assignment Support
(15 Minutes)
	Activity Title: Create a map

Activity Overview:  
This activity is designed to have students use their writing skills to create a map of their school to share location and information about the school.  Students will brainstorm important locations to include; they will include all elements of a map, and create labels for location.   Students will include two sentences that give direction to a location on the map.


Instructions:
1. Use Slide to introduce the topic and go over the different parts of a map.
2. Have students in a group brainstorm locations, and discuss what elements they will need for map (scale, compass, title, labels). (7 minutes)
3. Observe during work, and ask questions to clarify understanding.
4. Once completed have students create their map on chart paper.(7-10 minutes)
5. Once groups have finished have them share their school map with the class.


	Description
	Assignment support helps students complete assignments found in the Go section of their course.  Make sure to always introduce the goals of the assignment, the instructions and what students will need to demonstrate.  By the end of assignment support, students should be well on their way to completing an assignment.

	Activity Title: Unit 3-Lesson 2 Preview

Overview:
