	Icebreaker
15 Minutes
	Activity Title: Why immigrate to Canada?

Activity Overview:  
This activity is designed to allow students to become familiar with freedoms and right of Canada in a low risk task that encourages thought about language used to communicate about ideas. Students will be asked to think of policies and rights that would make people want to come and live in Canada. This will help students focus on expanding and learning about Canadian laws, policies, and freedoms.  

Instructions:
1. Explain the goal of the activity.  
2. Organize students in groups of 3-4.
3. Give groups chart paper, and instruct them to pick one or two reasons someone would want to immigrate to Canada. 
4.  Observe students as they work, and help with any guidance they may need.
5. Once complete have students share their charts, and make a group chart of the many reason for immigrating to Canada.


	Description
	The icebreaker is an optional activity meant to help students engage in the class and feel comfortable. It is a fun, low-risk activity that increases engagement in class before you begin focusing on the main ideas of the lesson.



	Diagnostic Assessment
(20 Minutes)
	Activity Title: Rights and Freedoms

Activity Overview: 
In this activity students will show their ability to write key information about one right or freedom.  Students will write 4-5 sentences about a right or freedom and why it is important to Canadian Citizens. Students will include: What right or freedom it is, reason it is important and use proper sentence form.

Instructions:
1. Give students instructions on task, and outline expectations.
2. Students are to work in groups of 2-3.
3. Have students think about the following as they work:
· What right or freedom do I feel is important?
· Why is this right or freedom important to Canadian Citizen? 
· How does this right or freedom protect, help, or uphold fairness? 
4. Once they are done, have each group share their writing. 

Diagnostic Assessment:
As students complete the activity, look for:
· Student was able to state their specific right or freedom.
· Student was able to explain why this freedom is important to Canadians.
· Student included important information that was written in full sentences.
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	Description
	The diagnostic activity is designed to assess the abilities of students before you begin the lesson. It helps tell you what the student already knows and what their capabilities and levels are. The teacher uses the diagnostic criteria in the activity to decide which enhancement activity you want to choose for your students.



	
Enhancement Learning
(75 Minutes)
	Starter - Activity Title: Create a law

Activity Overview: 
Using the power point, you will explore the elements of creating laws.  Students will work together to pick a law they wish to create and brainstorm to write the law. The goal is to have students become comfortable with how laws are written in Canada.

Instructions:
· Show slide 5, which shows important elements of making laws. 
· Organize students into groups of 4-5.
· Have them brainstorm possible laws they would like to create. Then they should pick one and work on writing the law together.
·  Observe students as they work, and verify understanding of brainstorming.  
· Check if all groups are done.
· Have groups share their law.  Discuss each law as a group.


	
	Experienced - Activity Title: Laws and consequences

Activity Overview: 
This activity is designed to build on students’ understanding of creating laws in option one, or to expand on prior knowledge of creating laws.  Students will work on expanding their understanding of laws in Canada by creating their own law and determining a consequence for breaking that law.  The goal of the activity is to build on their understanding of the laws in Canada and to explore the process of creating new policies.

Instructions:
1. Use Slide 5 to introduce the topic and talk about consequences for breaking the law such as fines, tickets, or confinement. 
2.  Give instruction for the task, and hand out materials needed for task.
3. Have students work in groups of 3-4 to brainstorm a law they would like to pass, and consequences for breaking the law.
4. Observe students as they work, and verify understanding with questions.  Check if they have completed work (10 minutes)
5. Organize students by pairing groups and have them share their law and consequence.
6. Observe groups during work, and ask questions to clarify understanding.


	
	Expert - Activity Title: Reflecting when writing laws

Activity Overview: 
As an Expert level activity, students will use their understanding of laws in Canada to create a new law with consequences, and reflect on two of the key questions that will be raised when trying to pass the law. Students will use writing, reading and collaboration to complete the work.  Students will focus on the process of creating a law, and reflect on possible problem with the law.

Instructions:
1. Show slides 5 go over concept, and discuss the four key questions.
2.  Have students work in groups of 3-4, and hand out Law Key Questions Worksheet. (resource 1)
3. Instruct them to create a law and consequence, and reflect on two of the four key questions writing at least 2 sentences expressing their reflection.
4. Observe students as they work, and give any assistance with online searches.
5. Check to see if work is complete. (7-10 minutes)
6. Once completed have students gather into groups.  Have each group share their law, and reflections on the law.


	Description
	Chose one of the enhancement learning activities provided based on whether the students work on the diagnostic activity identified them as a starter, experienced or expert. If student needs vary you may want to create small groups of students and have them complete different activities. These activities will help students develop their understanding and build on their prior learning.



	Assignment Support
(15 Minutes)
	Activity Title: Yea or Nay to that bill 

Activity Overview:  
This activity is designed to have students use their reading skills and writing skills to make a decision about a law that is being proposed. Students will reflect using the Key Question to decide if they support the bill or do not support the bill. Students will write 6-7 sentences supporting their stance on the bill, and include 2-3 reasons why they feel the bill should be law or should not be law.

Instructions:
1. Use Slide to introduce the topic.
2. Give student Law Key Questions Worksheet.(resource 1)
3. Have student in groups of 3-4 read bill (resource 2) and brainstorm the reason for their decision on the bill.  (7 minutes)
4. Observe during work, and ask questions to clarify understanding.
5. Once completed have students individually write 6-7 sentences on why they are for or against the bill becoming law.
6. Once finished, create groups for students to share their writing.


	Description
	Assignment support helps students complete assignments found in the Go section of their course.  Make sure to always introduce the goals of the assignment, the instructions and what students will need to demonstrate.  By the end of assignment support, students should be well on their way to completing an assignment.
