 Instructional Strategies

	Slide 1


	HOBBIES!  This is the theme for unit 2!  This unit will include both indoor and outdoor hobbies.  You can ask the students if they know what a hobby is by looking at the pictures on the slide.

	Slide 2


	In this slide, review the learning goals for the day.

Have the students read out the learning goals for you if you’d like!

If the students have questions about the learning goals, you can give them a brief introduction or description of the goal and let them know that you will cover the material shortly.

	Slide 3


	What is a hobby?  
Have the students read out what a hobby is.  Have them write down examples of things that we do on our free time.  Examples may be reading, biking, swimming.  You may also go to the whiteboard and write these key words down.

	Slide 4


	Explain to the students that hobbies can be done both indoors and outdoors.  Have the students come up with examples of hobbies that are enjoyed inside and have them brainstorm hobbies that are enjoyed outside.  Again, you can go to the whiteboard and write these words down.

	Slide 5


	Hobbies can be by yourself of with other people.
Have the students think of sports that require team mates and sports that are solo.  Examples of team sports: soccer, basketball, football.  Examples of solo sports: skiing, skateboarding, swimming, track and field.

	Slide 6


	Hobbies video!
This video goes into further depth of what a hobby is.  This video demonstrates what hobby terminology sounds and looks like in everyday conversation.  You may ask the students to create their own dialogue discussing their favourite hobbies.   You will want to model this dialogue for your students.  Perhaps with you having a conversation with a puppet, stuffed animal or your pet...

	Slide 7


	Here you will see pictures of hobbies and equipment for hobbies.  Some of the pictures involve hobbies that are solo and hobbies that are completed with a team.  You can have the students circle the hobbies done solo in one colour and have the hobbies done in teams in another colour.

	Slide 8 - 10

	Name that hobby!  Have the students fill in the blanks and write in the name of the hobby in the picture.  The hobbies are swimming, car racing and running.  You can have the students identify if the hobby is a team or activity.

	Slide 11


	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them!

	Slide 12


	What hobby is for you?
Let the students know that they will be completing a survey/quiz to determine which hobby will spark their interest.  Have the students fine a blank sheet of paper.  If they do not have a blank sheet of paper or their worksheet, go to the whiteboard and record their answers there!

	Slide 13 - 21

	Survey Questions.  Ensure that the students are keeping track of their answers.  You should keep track of the students answers in case they get lost in the questions.  Have the students circle their answer to the question.  Ensure that all of the students understand the terminology and explain any new words should they arise.  Have visuals ready to support this if needed.  You may choose to give examples of the choices or have the students describe the pictures.

	Slide 22


	What hobby is for you?
Have the students count how many of each letter they have.  You may record these answers on the whiteboard so that they are visual.

	Slide 23


	What hobby is for you?
The students that have the most A’s should enjoy reading and writing.  Have the students come up with books they like or things they could write about.  See which student has A as a dominant letter.

	Slide 24


	What hobby is for you?

The students that have the most B’s should enjoy extreme sports.  Have the students come up with other extreme sports such as windsurfing or waterskiing.  See which student has B as a dominant letter.

	Slide 25


	What hobby is for you?

The students that have the most C’s should enjoy making things.  Have the students come up with things they could make.  What hobbies include making things?  Examples are arts and crafts and robotics.  See which student has C as a dominant letter.

	Slide 26


	What hobby is for you?

The students that have the most D’s should enjoy acting.  Have the students come up with movies they like.  See which student has D as a dominant letter.

	Slide 27


	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them!

	Slide 28


	Adding ‘ing’ to a word
Review the rules of adding ‘ing’ to a word.  Have the students come up with other examples on their own if they are able to.  Write these examples down on the whiteboard.  

	Slide 29 - 30

	Have the student practice writing ‘ing’ at the end of words.  If you have extra time you can write sentences on the whiteboard with these key words.

	Slide 31


	Removing the ‘E’
Review the rules of removing the ‘e’ before adding ‘ing’ to a word.   You can write down extra examples for the students as well. 

	Slide 32 - 33

	Have the students practice this skill in the chart and have them write down key words on their worksheets.  If you have extra time you can write sentences on the whiteboard with these key words.

	Slide 34


	What hobby do you like?  
Make sure you emphasize that everyone is different and will have different interests which is OK!  Use the graphical cues to give the students ideas about hobbies they like. You may choose to go to the whiteboard and white down complete sentences or have the students write the sentences.

	Slide 35


	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them!

	Slide 36


	Being safe.
Read the slide and have students come up with other sports or activities that require helmets.  Emphasize the importance of safety while doing any activity.

	Slide 37


	Match the helmet with the hobby.  Make sure that the students pens are working.  You can have the students use different colours.  Have the students tell you what each helmet is for while they draw a line.

	Slide 38 - 41

	Answers to match the helmet with the hobby.  Descriptions of what each helmet is for.  The students can see if they are correct!  See if the students enjoy each of these hobbies with helmets, why or why not. 

	Slide 42


	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them!

	Slide 43


	Sound of the day!  ‘OI’
Introduce the letters and have them pronounce the letters together

	Slide 44


	Have the students pronounce the ‘O’ sound and have them read out the slide.  Have the students come up with other ‘O’ words.

	Slide 45


	Have the students pronounce the ‘i’ sound and have them read out the slide.  Have the students come up with other ‘I’ words.

	Slide 46 - 47

	Fill in the ‘oi’ word.  Have the students fill in the’oi’ word.  If they do not know how to spell the word on their own, try telling them each letter and see if they can write down the word.  Have the students say each new word.

	Slide 48 - 51

	Write a sentence with the ‘oi’ word.  Have the students write a short sentence with the ‘oil word.  The student may even say the sentence aloud and you can write it down for them.

	Slide 52

	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them!

	Slide 53


	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them!

	Slide 54


	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them!

	Slide 58


	Before we go … 

Take this time to ask the students if they have any questions about anything they learned in the lesson or on the handout.  If the students struggled with anything during the lesson let them know that this is something they can practice for homework.  Review the worksheet and complete it with the students if you have any extra time.

	Slide 59


	Open a Book Poem.
If you have extra time you can read a poem about reading.  Let the students know that reading is a hobby they can do from anywhere!  Reading can be alone or with someone else!

	Slide 60


	Have the students describe what they see and have them come up with a story for the picture.  You can have them tell you what happened before the snowboarder fell or you can have them tell you what happened right after the snowboarder fell.

	Slide 61


	In this final slide, have the students tell you what they see and have them come up with a story for the picture.  
Would they like to do this hobby? Why are helmets important here?
