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Adding ‘ing’ to a word

• When	we	add	‘ing’	to	a	verb	we	change	it	into	a	noun!

• Example:						I	like	to	swim.																																														
In	the	summer	I	like	swimming.

Verb ‘ing’

Fall

Sit

Eat



Removing the ‘e’ 

• Sometimes	we	have	to	remove	the	‘e’	and	the	end	of	
the	word	before we	add	‘ing’

• Example:						I	like	to	skate.																																														
In	the	winter	I	like	skating.	
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Adding ‘ing’ to a word

•Remove	the	‘e’	and	add	‘ing’	to	the	verb
