 Instructional Strategies

	Slide 1


	HOBBIES!  This is the theme for unit 2!  This unit will include both indoor and outdoor hobbies.  

	Slide 2


	Last lessons’ learning goals. 




	Slide 3


	In this slide, review some of the new words that the students learned last class.  Using the visual cues, see if the students can remember the hobby words!  You can even write down more examples from the class prior.  

	Slide 4


	In this slide, review the learning goals for the day.

Have the students read out the learning goals for you if you’d like!

If the students have questions about the learning goals, you can give them a brief introduction or description of the goal and let them know that you will cover the material shortly.

	Slide 5


	What is a sports hobby?
Review what a sports hobby is and see if the students play any sports.  Ask them prompting questions about these sports so that you can learn more about them!

	Slide 6


	In this slide, the students will brainstorm different sports hobbies.  They will first brainstorm for summer sports.  Examples are tennis, swimming, golf, football, soccer, baseball, surfing.  Have visuals ready to support if needed.

	Slide 7


	Have the students brainstorm types of winter sports such as snowboarding, skiing, skating, sledding, hockey, curling.  Have visuals ready to support if needed. 

	Slide 8


	The story of the day!
Sports! This book will be focusing on different types of sports as well as numbers!

	Slide 9


	During the story you can ask students questions about that particular sport and have them practice writing down the numbers by spelling them out (ie. Eighteen).  If there are any new sports being introduced, explain the sport!  Have additional visuals ready to support if needed.

	Slide 10 - 26

	Sports story!

	Slide 27


	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them!

	Slide 28


	 Ask the students what their favourite sport is!
Have a discussion with the students and direct the conversation to their likes and why they like that sport.

	Slide 29


	How many balls does your sport have?  Some sports may have no sports such as swimming.  See what other equipment that sport has.  What colour is the ball?  How does it feel?

	Slide 30


	Being a team player.  Emphasize the importance of sharing and being a team player.  How can you be a team player?  How can you make sure that everyone has a chance to touch the ball when there is only one.  

	Slide 31


	 In this slide, the students will tell you what equipment is used during the sport they choose. Model this first and work through and example together. Make sure you emphasize safety equipment such as goggles and gloves.

	Slide 32


	Match the ball with the sport!  Have the student draw a line from the ball to the sport.  Have the students name the sports.  Make sure the students pens are working, if not turn them on.  

	Slide 33


	Answers to the connect the lines.

	Slide 34


	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them!

	Slide 35


	Review adding ‘ing’ to a word from last class.
Have the students fill out the chart from last class as review.

	Slide 36


	Past progressive.  Have the students read out loud what the past progressive is.  Let the students know that the past progressive happened BEFORE this moment, in the past.

	Slide 37


	Example of past progressive.  Have the students read over the example and you may choose to write down a few more examples on the whiteboard.

	Slide 38 - 45

	Past progressive examples.  The students may use the visual cues to help them.  There is a sentence in present tense they need to write in past progressive. Answers follow on the next slides.

	Slide 46

	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them!

	Slide 47

	Sounds of the day ‘UE’ have the students practice sounding out these letters.

	Slide 48

	Have the students pronounce the ‘U’ sound and have them read out the slide.  Have the students come up with other ‘U’ words.

	Slide 49

	Have the students pronounce the ‘E’ sound and have them read out the slide.  Have the students come up with other ‘E’ words.

	Slide 50 - 51

	Fill in the ‘ue’ word.  Have the students fill in the’ue’ word.  If they do not know how to spell the word on their own, try telling them each letter and see if they can write down the word.  Have the students say each new word. Answers are on the following slide.

	Slide 52 - 55

	Write a sentence with the ‘oi’ word.  Have the students write a short sentence with the ‘oil word.  The student may even say the sentence aloud and you can write it down for them.

	Slide 56

	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them!

	Slide 57

	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them! Review!

	Slide 58 - 59

	Have the students read out the new words they learned today.

Congratulate them!

If you have extra time, you can have the students write out sentences with the new words
