	Slide 1 - 2

	HOBBIES!  

	Slide 3


	In this slide, review what the students have learned last class.  Using the visual cues, see if the students can remember what they did the class before!  You can even write down some examples from the class prior.  

	Slide 4


	In this slide, review the learning goals for the day.

Have the students read out the learning goals for you if you’d like!

If the students have questions about the learning goals, you can give them a brief introduction or description of the goal and let them know that you will cover the material shortly.

	Slide 5


	What hobby are we doing today? <- this slide will be in every lesson coming up, it will introduce the new lesson for the day.  Have the students guess what hobby they will be doing today.  Maybe it will be a hobby they enjoy!

	Slide 6


	In this slide, the students will see that arts and crafts is the hobby of the day!  Have the students describe what they see, from colours to items in the picture.

	Slide 7


	In this picture, have the students circle the arts and crafts pictures.  See if the students can name each picture in the slide.

	New arts and crafts words!  
Introduce key arts and crafts words to the students.  See if they have seen these items or used them before.

	 Have the students pronounce the ‘i’ sound and have them read out the slide.  Have the students come up with other ‘i’ words.

	Slide 32


	Have the students pronounce the ‘E’ sound and have them read out the slide.  Have the students come up with other ‘E’ words.

	Slide 35


	Describe 3 ties. 
Here the students will have to tell a classmate about some of the ties.  They will need to describe the colour, pattern and the colours of other ties surrounding it.

	Slide 36


	What kind of pie is this?
Demonstrate the relevance of the ‘ie’ words in everyday life by coming up with other types of pie they like eating.

	Slide 37


	In this slide, the students have examples of different types of pie they can eat. Have them let you know their favourite pie.

	Slide 38


	What number did Sam roll on the die?
Ask students if they have seen a die before in a board game.  Have them tell you what number Sam rolled on the die.

	Slide 39


	Which bed do you want to lie in?  
Each of the beds are different.  Have the students tell each other which bed they like and why.

	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them!

	Slide 41


	To refresh the student’s memory, review what nouns are! They are a person, place or thing.  You can write down other examples together on the whiteboard!

	Slide 42


	Noun modifiers.

We often use two nouns together to show that one thing is a part of something else.

Have the students read out the examples using the visual cues.

Show the students how this is relevant to everyday life.

	We can use noun modifiers to show what something is made out of
Have the students read out the examples using the visual cues.
Show the students how this is relevant to everyday life.

	We often use noun modifiers with nouns ending in –er and -ing
Have the students read out the examples looking at the visual cues.

	Noun modifiers

We put two nouns together and readers or listeners have to work out what we mean

Go through the example with students and see if they can think of any other examples!

	Is this a…?

Have the students identify the modifier.

Does the word in red match the picture?
