	Slide 1


	Jobs Lesson One!  This is the theme for this unit.  The unit will

	Here is a photo of different types of jobs.  See if your students can name the jobs in the image. You can also see if your students can name the tools that these jobs require.   




	Slide 3


	In this slide, review the learning goals for the day.

Have the students read out the learning goals for you if you’d like!

If the students have questions about the learning goals, you can give them a brief introduction or description of the goal and let them know that you will cover the material shortly.

	Slide 4


	Name the jobs.  Have your students write out the name of the jobs and the equipment the jobs has.  Do your students like any of these jobs?

	Slide 5 - 30

	Story Time!  
In this story, your students will guess which jobs are what depending on the uniform that is worn as seen in the picture as well as what the individuals does every day.  
There are slides for your students to write in the name of the job with the following slide having the answer.

	Slide 31

	In this slide, have a guided discussion with your students about their interests.  What job do they want to have when they grow up?  What do your students like to do for fun?  What hobby does your student like?  Sometimes a hobby can turn into a career! 

	Slide 32

	 Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them! 

	Slide 33 - 41

	Present tense, going.
In these next few slides, your students will go over some of the examples from the story read as well as through conversational images how to use ‘going’ in everyday conversational English.  

	Slide 42

	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them!

	Slide 43 - 48

	Your students will have to identify rhyming words by listening to verbal cues.  The racecar driver is going to introduce the speed game.  
In this game, the teacher will look at the pictures on slides 44-48 and find common items In the pictures.  

For slide 44 you could say to your students “circle something that rhymes with lie and your students will have to race to circle a tie!  
Continue this same method with all of these images.

Other suggestions are “circle something that rhymes with me” and and slide 45 your students will circle the tree.  

On slide 48, your students will have to circle a word that rhymes with one you say out loud.  Examples are “team” and your students will circle “dream”.

	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

	Slide 50 - 53

	 Phonics! Sounds of the letters ‘oi’.
Have your students match the image with the word as well as filling in the blanks on slide 51.  On slide 52, have your students unscramble the words to find the correct ‘oi’ word.  On slide 53, read the short story about the mechanic and his job and have your students fill in the correct ‘oi’ word as seen on the bottom of the slide.
