 Instructional Strategies

	Slide 1


	Jobs Lesson Two!  This is the theme for this unit. 

	Slide 2 - 3

	Last lessons learning goals.  

Have your students read out the learning goals from the class prior.  Can they remember what they did for each learning goal and picture?  Take time and go to the whiteboard to practice some examples or to review any material.


	Slide 4-8

	Take these slides as an opportunity to introduce the job of the day to our students.  See if your students can guess what the job of the day is.  Do your students know any chefs?  What is a chefs job?  Why is a chefs job important?    What is your students favourite restaurant and what type of food do they serve there? 
In this slide (slide8), review the learning goals for the day.

Have the students read out the learning goals for you if you’d like!

If the students have questions about the learning goals, you can give them a brief introduction or description of the goal and let them know that you will cover the material shortly.

	Slide 9 -18

	Future of ‘going to’
The end goal of this activity is to have your students writing a sentence with the future of going to on their own.  Complete the activities such as filling in the speech bubbles and highlighting the review from the previous class.  Feel free to go to the whiteboard and write down more examples and work through them together with your students.

	Slide 19

	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them!

	Slide 20 - 26

	Phonics! Sounds of the letters ‘ea’.

In these next slides, review sounds of the letters ‘ea’ by completing the activities such as match the image with the word as well as drawing an image of the ‘ea’ word!   Have your students pick a ‘ea’ word and have a partner in class try to guess what ‘ea’ word the student is thinking of by guessing one letter at a time.

	Slide 27

	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them!

28 - 46

	Story Time!
Does a camel cook spaghetti?

On slide 29 there is a prompt asking where people get their food from.  Have a discussion with your students about what they ate that day, where did the food they ate come from?  How many people came into contact with the food before it reached their mouths?

During the story, help your students sound out the words using phonics if they need your help.  Ask your students to describe the images they see.  Are the animals doing regular things in these images?  Do animals cook?  

The students will be learning about different cultures and which food comes from each culture.  Do they recognize any of these foods?

	Slide 47 - 48

	Have a discussion with your students about which foods they like.  What is their favourite, why is this their favourite?  
What does their favourite food taste like?  On slide 48 have your students draw an image of their favourite food. 

	Slide 49

	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them!

	Slide 50 - 51

	Pop-up question!
Throughout the lessons, questions will appear that correspond to the job of the day.  Todays question shows an exotic fruit.  Do your students know which type of food this is?  Have they seen or tried it before?  Why does this fruit have the name starfruit?

	Slide 52 - 61

	 Prepositional Phrases: Look for and Look at

Review what a prepositional phrase is with your students.  Can they remember the example used last class?  
Today’s focus will be the prepositional phrases ‘look for’ and ‘look at’.

Have your students complete the activities which are fill in the blanks, checking their understanding.

	Slide 62

	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them!
See if your students can remember what they learned for each learning goal.  Do you students have any questions about this?

	Homework!

Do your students understand the homework?  Take extra time to go over examples of the homework to ensure that your students understand what is being asked of them.
