	Jobs Lesson Four!  This is the theme for this unit. 

	Slide 2 - 3

	Last lessons learning goals.  

Have your students read out the learning goals from the class prior.  Can they remember what they did for each learning goal and picture?  Take time and go to the whiteboard to practice some examples or to review any material.


	Slide 4-7

	Take these slides as an opportunity to introduce the job of the day to your students.  See if your students can guess what the job of the day is.  Do your students know any dentists?  What is a dentists job?  Why is a dentists job important?    Have your students been to the dentist before? 
In this slide (slide7), review the learning goals for the day.

Have the students read out the learning goals for you if you’d like!

If the students have questions about the learning goals, you can give them a brief introduction or description of the goal and let them know that you will cover the material shortly.

	Reviewing sounds of the letters ‘ea’, ‘oi’, and ‘ue’. The following slides are activities to see if your students can remember the vocabulary words from prior lessons (lessons 1, 2 and 3).

Wiggly Tooth: This story is about a girl who has a wiggly tooth and her adventures throughout the day, until her tooth falls out.  Have a discussion prior to reading to see if your students have lost any teeth before.  See if your students currently have any wiggly teeth! Allow your students to take turns reading the story, pausing to check for understanding.

At the end of the story, have a discussion about what happened throughout the story. What happened to the girl throughout the day?  What happened once the girls tooth finally fell out?
