	Jobs Lesson Five!  This is the theme for this unit. 

	Slide 2 - 3

	Last lessons learning goals.  

Have your students read out the learning goals from the class prior.  Can they remember what they did for each learning goal and picture?  Take time and go to the whiteboard to practice some examples or to review any material.

	Take these slides as an opportunity to introduce the job of the day to your students.  See if your students can guess what the job of the day is.  How many teachers do your students have?
