	Jobs Lesson Seven! 

	Slide 2 - 3

	Last lessons learning goals.  

Have your students read out the learning goals from the class prior.  Can they remember what they did for each learning goal and picture?  Take time and go to the whiteboard to practice some examples or to review any material.


	Slide 5 - 8 

	Take these slides as an opportunity to introduce the job of the day to your students.  See if your students can guess what the job of the day is.  What do your students know about police officers? What is a police officers job?  Why is a police officers job important?    Do your students want to be police officers? 
In this slide (slide7), review the learning goals for the day.

Have the students read out the learning goals for you if you’d like!

If the students have questions about the learning goals, you can give them a brief introduction or description of the goal and let them know that you will cover the material shortly.

	Story Time! Instrument Petting Zoo

Read the story with your students.  Highlight the glossary and key terms that will be seen in the story.  Emphasize the use of the short ‘I’ sound.  Take turns sounding out this letter and come up with other words that have the short ‘I’ sound.  Have your students take turns reading the story, using phonics to sound out unfamiliar words.  Can your students play any instruments?  Complete the activities with your students, answering questions and sequencing the events of the story, retelling key events.
