	Jobs Lesson Eight! 

	Slide 2 - 3

	Last lessons learning goals.  

Have your students read out the learning goals from the class prior.  Can they remember what they did for each learning goal and picture?  Take time and go to the whiteboard to practice some examples or to review any material.


	Slide 4 - 10 

	Review the jobs that were covered previously in class.  See if your students can remember the names of the jobs and what the purpose of each job is.  

Take these slides (slides 8 – 9) as an opportunity to introduce the job of the day to your students.  See if your students can guess what the job of the day is.  What do your students know about scientists? What is a scientists job?  Why is a scientists job important?    Do your students want to be scientists? 
In this slide (slide 10), review the learning goals for the day.

Have the students read out the learning goals for you if you’d like!

If the students have questions about the learning goals, you can give them a brief introduction or description of the goal and let them know that you will cover the material shortly.

	Slide 11 - 15

	Phonics! : Reviewing sounds of the letters ‘ie’. 

See how many ‘ie’ words your students can remember on slide 11. As you continue, your students will review more ‘ie’ words.  Play the activities on the slides.  
The activity on slide 15 is hangman.  This is where either you or one of your students thinks of one of the ‘ie’ words.  The other students have to guess, letter by letter, what the chosen ‘ie’ word is.  Each time a student guesses a letter that is not on the board, the first student will draw a body part onto the whiteboard.  

Once the game is completed, wipe the board, switch the person that is thinking of the ‘ie’ word and begin the game once again.  You may model this game before beginning.

	Have the students read out the learning goal they have just completed.

Congratulate them!

	Slide 17 - 18

	Pop-Up Question!
‘You should not wear goggles during a science experiment’ True or False?  The answer is FALSE!

Begin to have an introductory conversation about lab safety and safety while conducting science experiments.  

	Slide 19 - 23

	Word Families! “Recognize that a new word is created when initial letter(s) are changed”.

The following slides are full of activities to complete with your students, demonstrate how if the first letter is removed and another first letter is added, a whole new word is created!  If your students would like to do more challenging activities, see if your students can come up with other word families on their own!

	Germs Video!

Play the video for your students once all the way through.  When you play the video a second time, you may read along with your students!  Then, go to slide 26 and sing or chant the song together!  Discuss the importance of hygiene and washing hands!

	Story Time! Science Safety Rules

Read the story with your students.  Highlight the glossary and key terms that will be seen in the story.  Have your students take turns reading the story, using phonics to sound out unfamiliar words.  
Have a discussion with your students on slide 39 about lab safety and the importance of taking care of animals.
